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Markets extend gains for
6th day as bhank stocks soar

PTI® MUMBAI

Equity benchmarks defied
gravity for the sixth straight
session on Friday following
smart gains in bank and
finance stocks, while global
markets were mixed despite the
US Fed outlining a more
accommodative stance.

A sharp jump in the rupee
and unabated foreign fund
inflows further bolstered sen-
timent, traders said.

After touching an intra-day
peak of 39,579.58, the BSE
Sensex ended 353.84 points or
0.90 per cent higher at
39,467.31.

The NSE Nifty surged
88.35 points or 0.76 per cent to
close at 11,647.60.

During the week, the
Sensex soared 1,032.59 points
or 2.68 per cent, while the Nifty
advanced 276 points or 2.42 per
cent.

Indusind Bank was the
top gainer in the Sensex pack
on Friday, spurting 8.43 per
cent, followed by Axis Bank,
ICIC Bank, Sun Pharma, SBI
and Kotak Bank.

On the other hand,
PowerGrid, Infosys, NTPC,
Asian Paints, HUL, M&M and

Tata Steel were among the
major laggards, shedding up to
1.24 per cent.

Global equities were
mixed after US Federal Reserve
Chairman Jerome Powell said
the central bank will remain
accommodative and shift to a
more relaxed approach on
inflation. However, lack of
specifics disappointed mar-
kets, analysts said.

“Global markets were trad-
ing uncertain following the
US Fed Reserve's policy shift to
focus on economic growth and
less on inflation.

However, the indication
that the US Fed would contin-
ue to let interest rates remain
low and expectation of more
stimulus to follow, boosted the
Indian markets.

“The stimulus and the
associated liquidity are impor-
tant to our markets since that
has been one of the drivers for
the current stock market run.
As per NSDL, FPI net invest-
ments into equity, as a whole,
have been around Rs 45,000
crore, which makes it one of the
best months for net inflows,”
said Vinod Nair, Head of
Research at Geojit Financial
Services.

BSE bankex, telecom,
finance, oil and gas, energy and
realty indices rallied as much as
4 per cent, while auto, utilities,
IT, FMCG and metal closed
lower.

In the broader markets,
the BSE mid-cap index rose
0.55 per cent, while the small-
cap gauge fell 0.23 per cent.

Strong foreign fund
inflows, led by high global lig-
uidity and decline in US dollar,
also Klelled the markets, traders
said.

Foreign institutional
investors bought equities worth
a net ¥1,164.32 crore on
Thursday, exchange data
showed.

The rupee soared 43 paise
to end at 73.39 against the US
dollar on Friday.

In rest of Asia, bourses in
Shanghai, Hong Kong and
Seoul ended with gains. Japan's
Nikkei tumbled after Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe resigned
due to health reasons.

Stock exchanges in Europe
were trading on a mixed note
in early deals.

Global oil benchmark
Brent crude was trading 0.35
per cent lower at USD 45.44 per
barrel.

The rupee on Friday surged
by 43 paise to close at
73.39 to the US dollar, its best
closing level in nearly six
months, buoyed by sustained
foreign fund inflows and weak-
er greenback against key rivals.

At the interbank forex
market, the domestic unit
opened on a flat note but soon
gained strength and finally
ended 43 paise higher at 73.39
against the American curren-
cy - the best closing level since
March 5.

During the day, the local
unit touched an intra-day high
of 73.29 and a low of 73.87.

Also, this was the third
consecutive day of gains for the
rupee.

On weekly basis,
the Indian currency appreciat-
ed by 145 paise against the US
dollar.

Foreign institutional
investors were net buyers in
the capital market as they pur-
chased shares worth
1,004.11 crore on Friday,
according to exchange data.

|-T dept to intimate
taxpayers under scrutiny
about faceless assessment

The income tax department
will soon start sending out
intimation to assessees under-
going scrutiny that such cases
would now be handled under
faceless assessment, a tax offi-
cial said on Friday.

CBDT Additional
Commissioner Jaishree Sharma
also said that domestic trans-
fer pricing cases too will be
covered under the faceless
assessment mechanism.

Asked whether the previ-
ous notices still stand valid,
Sharma said, “Previous notices
will not become redundant.
First, an intimation would be
sent out that your case would
now be assessed under faceless
assessment scheme and if the
Assessing Officer of the
Assessment Unit feels that he
needs some more informa-
tion, he will send fresh (notice)
under 142(1)” A Section
142(1) notice is sent to an
assessee to inquire about details
and documents before making
assessment under the Income
Tax Act. Speaking at a webinar
organised by industry body

PHDCCI, Sharma said
reassessment cases would also
be part of the faceless scheme.

“So all the 148 cases that
were going on, they have been
transferred to the faceless
assessment scheme and NeAC
will be sending out intimation
in all such cases which would
now be assessed under the
faceless assessment scheme. So
by September 15 or before that,
you can expect an intimation
from NeAC;” Sharma said.

The Central Board of
Direct Taxes (CBDT) had ear-
lier this month notified the
National e-Assessment Centre
(NeAC) at Delhi for all com-
munication with taxpayers
under the faceless assessment
scheme. Since August 13, all
income tax returns picked up
for scrutiny, except those relat-
ing to search and seizure and
international tax, are being
assessed under faceless assess-
ment. Under faceless scrutiny
assessment, a central comput-
er picks up tax returns for
scrutiny based on risk para-
meters and mismatch and then
allots them randomly to a team
of officers.

India has been ranked a lowly
72nd among 106 countries in
terms of the average wage per
month, while Switzerland
topped the chart, according to
a global ranking of average
wages prepared by Picodi.Com.

‘With an average monthly
wage of ¥32,800 (USD 437),
India has been ranked a lowly
72nd among 106 countries
surveyed by Picodi.Com, an
international e-commerce plat-
form which provides discount
coupons.

Switzerland, where the
average wage converted into
rupees amounts to 34,49,000
(USD 5,989), topped the rank-
ing, while in Cuba the average

wage is the lowest at 32,700
(USD 36), it said.

Switzerland was followed
by Luxembourg and the United
States, whose citizens on an
average earn ¥3,00,900 (USD
4,014) and 32,64,900 (USD
3,534), respectively.

Others in the top ten list
include Denmark (USD 3,515),
Singapore (USD 3,414),
Australia (USD 3,333), Qatar
(USD 3,232), Norway (USD
3,174), Hong Kong (USD
3,024) and Iceland (USD
2,844).

India, with the average

Housing Ministry advises
States to reduce stamp duty
on property transactions

Housing and Urban Affairs
Secretary Durga Shanker
Mishra on Friday hailed the
Maharashtra government’s
decision to reduce stamp duty
on registration of properties
and advised other states to do
the same to boost demand in
the real estate sector.

Addressing a webinar
organised by industry body
PHDCCI, he assured the
industry that the ministry
would examine its various
demands, including one
regarding need for a change in
income tax law to enable
builders reduce their selling
prices of apartments.

The secretary said an
investment of 9,300 crore has
been approved from the
325,000-crore stress fund,
which was set up to complete
the stalled housing projects
across the country.

On the demand for stamp
duty reduction to boost slug-
gish sales during this COVID-
19 pandemic, Mishra said, “We
had given suggestions to all the
states to reduce it. The
Maharashtra government has
done it. We will pursue with
others (states). It's a good step
by the Maharashtra govern-
ment. It will have a positive
impact on cost reduction”

On  Wednesday, the
Maharashtra government
decided to slash stamp duty on
sale deed documents by 3 per
cent from September 1 to
December 31, 2020, and by 2
per cent from January 1, 2021
to March 31, 2021.

Currently, the rate is 5 per
cent in urban area and 4 per
cent in rural area.

Stamp duty is the transac-
tional tax, collected by the
government on property pur-
chases. It is one of the major
sources of revenue.

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Second wave of Govid in some parts: AlIMS director

hat should serve as a

caution to all not to let
their guard down, All India
Institute of Medical Sciences
(ATIMS) Director Dr
Randeep Guleria on Saturday
said that the country is wit-
nessing a second wave of
virus infection in some of the
regions and as a result the
daily Covid-19 cases will con-
tinue to rise for some more
months.

He said that the pandem-
ic will continue till next year
though the curve will be flat-
ter instead of steep as being
witnessed presently.

His comments come amid
a sharp surge in the Covid-19
cases with India's Covid-19
tally crossing the 4 lakh mark

and deaths standing at near-
ly 70,000 due to the infection.

India is the third worst-
affected country globally by

coronavirus with
Maharashtra, Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Tamil
Nadu and Uttar Pradesh
accounting for over 62 per
cent of the active cases in the
country.

Even as Union Health
Minister Dr Harshvardhan
had recently said that Covid-
19 cases will come down by
mid-November, Guleria said
that pandemic is likely to
continue till 2021. “We can’t
say that the pandemic will not
spillover to 2021 but what we
can say is that the curve will
be flatter instead of rising very
steeply. We should be able to
say the pandemic is ending

Scientists identity ‘nanobody’ with capacity to
block SARS-CoV-2 from entering human cells

To fight against Covid-19,
scientists have identified a
small neutralising antibody, a
so-called nanobody, that has
the capacity to block SARS-
CoV-2 from entering human
cells.

The study, published in the
journal, Nature
Communications, suggests that
this nanobody has the poten-
tial to be developed as an
antiviral treatment against
Covid-19. According to the
researchers, nanobodies offer
several advantages over con-
ventional antibodies as candi-
dates for specific therapies.

“We hope our findings
can contribute to the amelio-
ration of the Covid-19 pan-
demic by encouraging further

examination of this nanobody
as a therapeutic candidate
against this viral infection,” said
study co-author Gerald
Mclnerney  from  the
Karolinska Institute in Sweden.

The search for effective
nanobodies--which are frag-
ments of antibodies that occur
naturally in camelids and can
be adapted for humans--began
in February when an alpaca
(animal) was injected with the
new coronavirus' spike pro-
tein, which is used to enter our
cells.

After 60 days, blood sam-
ples from the alpaca showed a
strong immune response
against the spike protein.

Next, the researchers
cloned, enriched and analysed
nanobody sequences from the
alpaca’s B cells, a type of white

blood cell, to determine which
nanobodies were best suited for
further evaluation.

They identified one, Tyl
(named after the alpaca Tyson),
that efficiently neutralizes the
virus by attaching itself to the
part of the spike protein that
binds to the receptor ACE2,
which is used by SARS-CoV-
2 to infect cells.

This blocks the virus from
slipping into the cells and thus
prevents infection.

“Using cryo-electron
microscopy, we were able to see
how the nanobody binds to the
viral spike at an epitope which
overlaps with the cellular
receptor ACE2-binding site,
providing a structural under-
standing for the potent neu-
tralisation activity,” said study
researcher Leo Hanke.

Vitamin D deficient people vulnerable
to Covid-19 infection: Research

hose with vitamin D defi-

ciency are vulnerable to
coronavirus infection,
researchers have said in their
study published in journal
JAMA Network Open.

“Vitamin D is important
to the function of the immune
system and vitamin D sup-
plements have previously been
shown to lower the risk of
viral respiratory tract infec-
tions,” said David Meltzer,
MD, PhD, Chief of Hospital
Medicine at UChicago
Medicine and lead author of
the study. “Our statistical
analysis suggests this may be
true for the Covid-19 infec-
tion”

The research team looked
at 489 UChicago Medicine
patients whose vitamin D

level was measured within a
year before being tested for
Covid-19. Patients who had
vitamin D deficiency (less
than 20ng/ml) that was not
treated were almost twice as
likely to test positive for the
Covid-19 coronavirus com-
pared to patients who had suf-
ficient levels of the vitamin.

“Understanding whether
treating Vitamin D deficiency
changes COVID-19 risk could
be of great importance local-
ly, nationally and globally,
Meltzer said. “Vitamin D is
inexpensive, generally very
safe to take, and can be wide-
ly scaled”

Meltzer and his team
emphasize the importance of
experimental studies to deter-
mine whether vitamin D sup-
plementation can reduce the
risk, and potentially severity,

of COVID-19.

Doctors from the Delhi-
based All Indian Institute of
Medical Sciences (AIIMS) Dr
P Aparna, Dr S Muthathal, Dr
Baridalyne Nongkynrih, Dr
and Dr Sanjeev Kumar Gupta
too in their study in 2018 pub-
lished in journal PubMed
pointed out that the preva-
lence of Vitamin D deficien-
cy in India ranged from 40 per
cent to 99 per cent.

“We need to create aware-
ness among the public and
healthcare providers about
the importance of Vitamin D.
Our Indian diet generally fails
to satisfy the daily require-
ment of Vitamin D for a nor-
mal adult.

“This stresses on the need
for fortifying various food
with Vitamin D, through the
national programmes.”

SCTIMST develops canister bag for safe
handling, disposal of respiratory secretions

esearchers at Sree Chitra

Tirunal Institute for Medical
Sciences and Technology
(SCTIMST), an autonomous
institute under the DST, have
developed a canister bag lined
with super-absorbent material
for safe handling and disposal
of respiratory secretions in hos-
pitals for ICU patients of Covid-
19 and TB or those with copi-
ous respiratory secretions treat-
ed in the wards.

The super-absorbent mate-
rial containing an effective dis-
infectant is named
“AcryloSorb”.

“When the patient is admit-
ted to the hospital, secretions
are sucked into bottles or can-
isters using a vacuum line and
discarded through the waste
fluid disposal system after sub-
jecting to the decontamina-
tion process.

“There is a high risk of con-
tamination during the han-
dling, and the disposal needs
well-equipped sluice rooms
with disinfection facilities. The
safety threat and manpower
issues will be manifold in less
equipped hospitals or tempo-
rary isolation wards set up
during pandemics,” said a sci-
entist from the institute.

The canister bags can

absorb 500 ml of secretions and
solidify it immediately. In addi-
tion to that, the whole system
will be decontaminated within
no time because of the presence
of disinfectant, he said.

The SCTIMST team
behind the technology are bio-
material scientists and clinicians
Dr. Manju, S, Dr. Manoj
Komath, Dr. Asha Kishore, Dr.
Ajay Prasad Hrishi. The know-
how of the AcryloSorb suction
canister liner (CL Series) bags
has been transferred to
Romsons Scientific and Surgical
Pvt. Ltd for manufacture and
immediate marketing. The
approximate cost will be ¥
100/- for each canister liner bag.

“(Intention is to) Rob the
future of the youth and pro-
mote (his) friends,” Rahul
Gandhi said in a tweet in
Hindi targeting the prime min-
ister, and urged people to speak
up.

Rahul also took a dig on
Modi for regulating the like and
dislikes comments on certain
social media sites and said he
would continue talking about

the government failures.

Congress also slammed
the Central government over its
latest circular on stopping cre-
ation of jobs in the govern-
ment. The party said “it is a
very alarming situation as the
country's economy is already in
doldrums”

Addressing a virtual press
conference, senior Congress
leader Rajeev Shukla said: “The
Centre came out with the cir-
cular yesterday, in which the
creation of new jobs within the
government has been com-
pletely stopped”

He said that the circular
issued by the Finance Ministry
suggests that new jobs “cannot”
be created at all, the vacancies
which are already existing
should not be filled.

The EC said to restrict the
number of voters per polling sta-
tion to 1,000,states where polls
and bypolls are due have been
asked to create auxiliary polling
stations of all the main polling
stations having more than 1,000
electors as rationalization of
polling station could not be
undertaken in such constituen-
cies owing to completion of
summary revision 2020 in these
States, where general elec-

provision for a legislature, the
Ladakh UT had no provision for
an assembly. At present, Jammu
and Kashmir has no assembly
and the UT is under Central
rule.

The EC had earlier said the
number of voters per polling sta-
tion should not be more than
1,000 as one of the measures to
prevent the spread of coron-
avirus.

Bihar is the first state where
assembly elections are being
held amid the COVID-19 pan-
demic.

But for other states where
elections or by-elections are not
due, the number of voters per
polling station would now be
1,500, an EC functionary said
while explaining the letter.

“The Commission, taking
all aspects into consideration,
has decided that rationaliza-
tion/re-organization of polling
stations, as the case may be,
would be carried out in all
states/UTs on the basis 0f1,500
electors as maximum number
for a polling station, “ the letter
said.

In a statement issued on
Friday, the EC said it would hold
bypolls to one Lok Sabha seat
and 64 assembly seats “around

the same time” as the Bihar
assembly polls.

While the dates have not
been announced, the Bihar polls
could take place in October-
November.
