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The Real Estate Regulatory
Authority (RERA) has

directed the promoters of real-
ty firm ILD to complete a stalled
housing project at Sector 37C
here while issuing a warning of
punitive action.

Hearing a plea of home-
buyers, RERA Chairman K K
Khandelwal directed the realty
company to submit a resolution
plan in the next hearing on
September 7 to complete the
project which was launched
way back in 2008-09. Seeking
strict action against the builder,
homebuyers alleged in the plea
that the builder did not comply
with the RERA's earlier direction
to complete the project and

hand over units to the allottees.
The RERA chairman came

down heavily on ILD promoter
Salman Akbar who was present
in the office during the hearing.

In a warning to the builder,
the authority said the project has
to be completed anyhow and the
builder's land, offices, plots, flats
etc would be attached or auc-
tioned to accrue deficient money

to complete the project, a RERA
release said.

Khandelwal scrutinised the
documents of builders to ascer-
tain sold, unsold and mort-
gaged properties and issued
directions to freeze all money
transactions with immediate
effect.

Finding noncompliance
with RERA orders, the chairman

warned the builder of putting
promoters behind the bars.

"We give you the last oppor-
tunity to resolve the issue of
aggrieved allottees without wast-
ing time," said Khandelwal.

ILD launched a residential
project of six towers at Sector
37C in 2008-09 and collected 70-
80 per cent of the amount from
192 buyers with the promise to
hand over the units to allottees
by 2010-11. However, the pro-
ject still hangs in balance.

The RERA's order issued on
Friday has brought big relief to
the aggrieved buyers as many of
them have borrowed from banks
and are paying EMIs without
getting possession of their dream
home even after more than a
decade.
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Hoping for a double-digit growth in
GDP in this financial year, Union
Finance Minister Nirmala

Sitharaman on Saturday said the nation
is on a strong wicket when compared to
others, and is responsive in terms of
extending hand-holding to the required
sections. Speaking to media persons
here, she quoted reports saying the
country has zero per cent chance of slip-
ping into recession.

"I hope for (double-digit growth). We
will work for it... So if you're not on the
verge of recession, it also gives me the
confidence that if you are constantly
responsive in terms of the sections
which need hand-holding, in terms of the
boost that we have to give to the econo-
my..." she said when asked if she expects
double-digit growth in the gross domes-
tic product (GDP) for the year.

Recent figures released by the Centre
indicated that the nation clocked 13.5 per
cent growth in GDP in the first quarter
of the current financial year. It was 20.1
per cent a year ago.

Sitharaman further said some may
argue that the high growth rate is because
of the low base. "Compared to economies
we are talking about, we are on a sound
wicket. We are literally the fastest grow-
ing economy," she said.

Referring to the World Bank and IMF
reports, the Union minister said she was

also taking into consideration the fact
that economies which were far more
developed than India and comparable
with the country, are on the verge of
recession. To another query on freebies,
she said everybody should participate in
the debate on the issue. 

"We should become a party to the

discussion. Because if you are giving
something free means somebody is pay-
ing for it," Sitharaman said.

She suggested that any government
after coming to power must assess its
financial situation in terms of tax rev-
enues and others, and make provisions
before offering freebies. 
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India's exports contracted by
1.15 per cent to USD 33 bil-

lion and trade deficit more than
doubled to 28.68 billion in
August, a preliminary data
released by the commerce min-
istry said on Saturday.

Trade deficit in August 2021
stood at 11.71 billion. Imports
rose by 37 per cent to USD 61.68
billion in August this year.

Commerce secretary B V R
Subrahmanyam, however, said
that the country's overall exports
are expected to cross USD 450
billion during the current fiscal.

"In goods exports, we will be

crossing USD 450 billion this fis-
cal," Subrahmanyam said.

During April-August 2022-
23, exports registered a growth
of 17.12 per cent to USD 192.59
billion. Imports during the five-
month period of this fiscal grew
by 45.64 per cent to USD 317.81
billion. Trade deficit widened to
125.22 billion in April-August
this fiscal as against USD 53.78
billion in the same period last
year.

Oil imports in August
jumped by 86.44 per cent to
USD 17.6 billion. However, gold
imports dipped by 47.54 per cent
to USD 3.51 billion, the data
showed.
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Aconnectivity infrastructure-
focused East India Summit

will take place in Kolkata involv-
ing states of eastern and north-
eastern states to deliberate on
critical aspects of regional
prospects for investment.

CII, the organiser of the
summit, said it will be held on
September 12 and 13. 

It will aim toward creating
a sustainable infrastructure
roadmap for the east - linking
global investments, ports &
multimodal, logistics & ware-
housing, railways, satellite cities,
maritime manufacturing, urban
infrastructure and infrastructure
investment & finance, CII said
in a statement.

India has emerged as one of
the fastest-growing economies in
the world and is expected to be
one of the top three economic
powers globally over the next 10-
15 years. The government,
through the National
Infrastructure Pipeline (NIP), is
creating new infrastructure and
upgrading existing ones to

achieve a USD 5 trillion econo-
my by 2025, the statement said.

"To achieve this target, the
country needs to spend USD 1.4
trillion over the next few years
on infrastructure. Regional con-
nectivity and the development of
infrastructure and services
amongst the nations is a key dri-
ver for the increased growth of
global partnerships and devel-
opment," CII said.

This would also set up G2G,
G2B and B2B forums to
strengthen linkages of east India
with its neighbours, it said. 
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An African native grass vari-
ety has gained popularity

among farmers here for use as
green fodder and ease of crop-
ping, a successful experiment
which authorities want to repli-
cate across the state.

Around six months back,
farmers in the district were
introduced to Cenchrus, pur-
pureus, commonly known as
Napier grass or Elephant grass,
and encouraged to grow it in
their fields as green fodder.

The local administration
pushed for cultivation of the
grass considering its versatili-
ty and nutritional value as
green fodder.

According to agriculture
experts, the grass contains
more protein as compared to
the traditional green fodder.

"Along with its nutritional
value, Napier grass is easy to
cultivate and manage. It grows
easily even on bare and less fer-
tile land and grows around the
year. "The rate of growth of the
grass is also high which ensures
round the year availability of
green fodder which is essential
for dairy animals," said
Sambhav Singh, senior scientist
with the Indian Council of
Agriculture Research (ICAR),
in Lucknow.

In Bahraich, the grass is
currently grown in around 50
hectares area, which is half of
the estimated target area for the
year.
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The US has said it is "deter-
mined" to enforce a price cap

on Russian oil announced by the
G7 countries, terming it a “pow-
erful tool” that will significant-
ly reduce Moscow's main source
of funding for its “illegal war” in
Ukraine and help fight global
inflation.

Members of the G7 group-
ing vowed on Friday to "urgent-
ly" move towards implementing
a price cap on Russian oil
imports in a bid to shrink a key
source of revenue the country
uses to finance its war in
Ukraine.

“We seek to establish a
broad coalition in order to max-
imise effectiveness and urge all
countries that still seek to import
Russian oil and petroleum prod-
ucts to commit to doing so only
at prices at or below the price
cap,” the group said in a state-

ment.
The G7 (Group of Seven)

consists of the UK, US, Canada,
France, Germany, Italy and
Japan. The group is an organi-
sation of the world's seven
largest "advanced" economies,
which dominate global trade
and the international financial
system.

"A price cap on Russian oil
is a powerful tool - one part of

the tool in our agenda to put
downward pressure on global
energy prices in a way that will
benefit consumers in the US and
globally," White House Press
Secretary Karen Jean-Pierre told
reporters during her daily news
conference here on Friday.

"And we are determined to
implement this policy in a way
that achieves those goals," she
said.
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Alliance Air has assured pilots that
restoration of salaries to the pre-

COVID level will be discussed by its board
later this month after a section of the air-
line's pilots went on strike on Friday.

The pilots' strike, which resulted in can-
cellation of various flights, was called off late
on Friday after the airline told them that the
salary issues will be looked into, according
to a source in the know of the developments.   

Alliance Air, owned by the government,
operates around 100 flights daily. It has a fleet
of 21 aircraft, including 19 ATR aircraft and
2 Dronier planes.

In an internal communication on

Friday, Alliance Air CEO Vineet Sood told
pilots that the airline has partially restored
their salaries in April.

The carrier is considering further
restoration of salaries from September
onward and the board will discuss the mat-
ter during its meeting scheduled for
September 16, as per the communication.   

One of the pilots' demands is the
restoration of salaries to the pre-COVID
level. In the wake of the pandemic, the
salaries were cut by 60 per cent and till now,
the pay has not been fully restored, the
source said.

Alliance Air is yet to issue a statement
on the pilots' strike on Friday or on salary
issues.
